The Wimbledon championships begin on the Monday nearest to June 22, when often has its finest
weather. It is not only because of the tennis that people like to go there. When the weather is good,
it is a very pleasant place to spend an afternoon.

In 1174 Bonnano Pisano, an Italian engineer, began to work on a bell tower for the cathedral in
Pisa, Italy. When Pisano started he had no idea the bell tower would become a famous tourist
attraction and one of the most famous structure in the world. Nor did he guess it would be famous

The tower was to be 56 meters high. The construction started and three stories were built. Then the
tower began to lean. The soil beneath the tower was soft and the foundation was not strong enough
to support its weight.
